It is celebrated on various days in
many parts of the world, most com-
monly in the months of March or
May. In the United States, the cele-
bration of Mother's Day began in the
early 20th century.

Father's Day is a celebration honor-

ing fathers and celebrating father-
hood, paternal bonds, and the infiu-
ence of fathers in society. Many
countries celebrate it on the third
Sunday of June, though it is also cele-
brated widely on other days by many
other countries.

After the success obtained by Anna

What Causes Allergies?

Allergies are abnormal immune sys-
tem reactions to things that are typi-
cally harmless to most people.
When you're allergic to something,
your immune system mistakenly
believes that this substance is harm-
ful to your body. (Substances that
cause allergic reactions, such as cer-
tain foods, dust, plant pollen, or medicines, are known
as allergens.)

In an attempt to protect the body, the immune system
produces IgE antibodies to that allergen. Those anti-
bodies then cause certain cells in the body to release
chemicals into the bloodstream, one of which is hista-
mine (pronounced: HIS-tuh-meen).

The histamine then acts on the eyes, nose, throat,
lungs, skin, or gastrointestinal tract and causes the
symptoms of the allergic reaction. Future exposure to
that same allergen will trigger this antibody response
again. This means that every time you come into con-
tact with that allergen, you'll have an allergic reaction.
